Tenant Advice of Rights
You have been summoned to Court as a Defendant in a civil proceeding for summary possession of the premises specified in the complaint filed with the Court.  You have a right to hire an attorney to represent you in court.  If you cannot afford an attorney, you may be eligible for legal aid assistance.  You have the right to demand a jury trial.  You must make the demand for jury trial at your first court appearance or within five days thereof in writing and pay the fee unless the fee is waived (MCR 2002).  You have a right to have your case heard in the court where the premises or any portion of the premises are located.
